How are you coping with Florida’s
summer heat? | know it is hot enough
that | am wishing for a chiller for our
residential pool! Florida has actually been
experiencing record high temperatures this
year, which poses a serious and sometimes
dangerous challenge for those of us in our
industry working outdoors. Here are some
recommendations from the Red Cross
to keep your team safe during extreme
weather conditions:

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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Gearing up for the 2024 legislative session

The 2023
Florida Legislative
Session ended
only three months
ago and FSPA is
running full steam
ahead preparing
for the 2024
Florida Legislative
Session. The 2023
Legislative session was a very tame
session for the swimming pool and spa
industry but provided FSPA’'s government
affairs team with many opportunities to
deepen relationships with legislators and
their staff and prepare the ground for
FSPA's next big legislative pushes.

In 2024, FSPA will be undertaking two
major legislative initiatives. First, FSPA
will be working to update and clarify the
scope of work for swimming pool and spa

contractor licenses in the Florida Statutes.
The scope of work for these licenses have
not been updated in more than 30 years
and are in dire need of updating. This
initiative is the result of years of work by the
FSPA Scope of Work Taskforce and FSPA
staff to hone in on changes and updates
necessary to ensure the Florida Statutes
are working for the swimming pool and
spa industry and your clients. The revisions
being proposed will not expand or contract
the swimming pool contractor’s scope of
work but rather modernize and clarify the
scope of work in ways that will help prevent
conflicts in interpretation with code officials.

FSPA will also be pursuing a change
to the Residential Swimming Pool Safety
Act. Under the current law, any pool alarm
used for compliance with the act must
be placed into the pool. The requirement
that an alarm must be placed in the pool

has limited innovation and the use of
emerging technologies in the swimming
pool safety device space. This update will
not eliminate any current options available
for compliance, but instead will expand the
options available to consumers.

The FSPA government affairs team
has been working closely with legislators
and staff to bring these issues forward
for the 2024 legislative session and
FSPA has already had several meetings
in the Capitol in preparation for the next
legislative session. The 2024 session starts
January 7, 2024.

Pump sizing and safety

Have you been
paying attention?
Since July 2021,
Federal Energy
Legislation has been
in effect regulating
pool, spa and water
feature pumps.
Pumps that we
have used for many
years are no longer legal and no longer
manufactured for sale in the United States.
The Department of Energy (DOE) has
new laws regulating swimming pool and
spa pumps. The DOE has classified these
pumps as DPPP (Dedicated Purpose Pool
Pumps).

Under DOE regulations newly
manufactured pumps from 1 HP up to 5
HP must be variable-speed pumps. Single
speed pumps less than 1 HP are legal.
There are many things to be considered
when sizing pumps for new construction
and replacement pumps on existing pools
under the new regulation.

The horsepower rating that most of
us are familiar with, such as full-rated and
up-rated HP, along with service factors,
are no longer to be the norm. The new

variable-speed pumps will be given a
weighted energy factor or WEF. This factor
must meet the new guidelines. If not, it
cannot be sold in the United States. This
factor is a measure of gallons per watt hour.
Obviously the higher the gallons per watt
hour, the more efficient the pump.

The total dynamic head of the system
is already a large factor in the design of
a new pool and should be considered in
selecting any pump. Single-speed motor
replacements on existing pools are no
longer allowed. We should have learned a
long time ago that bigger is not better when
it comes to pool pumps. Many builders
sold larger pumps as a sales tactic without
considering TDH and flow velocity. TDH
and pipe size along with suction outlet flow
rating should be calculated when replacing
pumps on existing pools.

Safety is a huge concern on all pools
especially when it comes to suction outlets.
There are many different size variable-
speed pumps on the market and it is not a
“one size fits all” for pools.

Many people in the industry have
replaced existing pools’ pumps with a
3 HP variable-speed pump that can easily
exceed the safe flow rate on smaller

—=SpA
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plumbing and suction outlets. Only pumps
meeting the requirements of a secured
system should be used if they are capable
of moving more water than the suction
outlet and piping is rated for.

With the regulations, we must ensure
replacement pumps meet all codes, not
just simply reduce the flow on the pump
and hope no one turns the pump up to max
flow or RPM.

TDH measurements need to be taken
with the skimmer off, the filter clean, and
pressure side valves in the open position.
The system TDH can be determined at the
pump drain plugs with a vacuum gauge
at the suction side strainer plug and a
pressure gauge at the volute drain plug.

Vacuum reading x 1.13 pressure
reading x 2.31 = TOTAL = TDH or measure
with flow meter accurate to +/- 10% and
installed to manufacturer’s specifications.

Compare the TDH to the manufacturer
pump curve to determine flow rate for
suction outlets and piping.

This will ensure that you have chosen
the correct pump for a safe installation. Also,
do not forget that new and replacement
pumps must have GFCI protection.

Chemistry controllers in a nutshell

If you are
not already
aware, chemistry
controllers are
required for any
new commercial
spa built in Florida,
and when a spa
has a significant
remodel performed.
Beginning with the new changes to the
commercial code, which take effect
December 31, 2023, this requirement will
be implemented on newly built commercial
pools as well.

Since your chemistry controller sales
are bound to increase, it is important
to recognize exactly what chemistry
controllers are and the options available.
As an industry, we need to be prepared
to guide commercial properties to the
machine that is right for them.

Chemistry controllers, also known as
ORP feeders at their core, turn “dumb”
machines into “smart” machines. In
the case of a pool using liquid chlorine
and acid as the primary chemicals to
manage the sanitizer and the ph, these
two chemicals must be put in the pool
automatically, as opposed to by hand. In
the case above, you would use a chemical
feed pump to accomplish that. When | say
they are “dumb” machines, | mean they
only dispense the chemicals into the pool
when someone has programmed them
to, usually to come on a certain number
of minutes per hour. The chemical feed
pump does not test the pool water to see
if it may need more, less, or none at all.
When you connect these same feed pumps
to a chemistry controller, the controller
measures sanitizer and ph through a
probe and dispenses the chemical to a
preset number the pool professional pre-

programmed it to balance the pool.

In the case of sanitizer, it measures
the ORP, or oxidation reduction potential
of the water. Unlike a reading of parts per
million, it gives a number based on the
strength of the sanitizer, not the quantity of
sanitizer. In Florida, pools are required to
have a ORP reading of between 700 and
850. Itis important to note these factors. If
a chemistry controller test for ORP, it is still
required to do a PPM test for the sanitizer.
Secondly, there is really not a formula that
correlates PPM to ORP. Lastly, an ORP
reading is affected by many more factors
that what a PPM reading states. Some of
these factors can include sun vs. shade,
and the ph being too high or too low. It is
truly a circumstance of PPM reading being
quantity and the ORP reading being quality
of the sanitizer.

With this in mind, what type of
chemistry controller is best for a commercial

swimming pool or spa? That is a question that really can only
be answered by you and your customers. A pool company can
purchase a chemistry controller for as little as around $1,000
or pay as much as $10,000. The price difference alone tells us
there are many features available on controllers, and want, or
need, of those features goes a long way in determining which
controller to purchase.

The most basic machines only test for one type of sanitizer
and ph manager and the machine can only be read when you
stand right in front of it and it gives the readings. There are very
few features to these units and no options past what you can
look at onsite. As the price goes up, the features go up. A new
feature, that almost every manufacturer offers as an option, is wifi
or ethernet, which allows the pool company or property to look
at these readings remotely via a cell phone or computer. Some
units even allow you to store the readings or print out the reading.
There are controllers that give both a PPM reading in addition
to ORP. Although this is a good feature, in most cases it does
not relieve the responsibility of manual tests. The technology of
chemistry controllers grows every year and the information that
is available is growing. Units that can be adjusted remotely are
already available as well as units that can test for other products
you put in the water such as salt, alkalinity, and the temperature
of the water.

There are also companies that basically can manage the
pool water “remotely” through the controller. This service is very
exciting and can alert the property to equipment breakdowns or
changes in flow and allow you to manage pump speed or salt
levels for chlorine generators, to name a few. And by the way,
they can also give you the ph reading and ORP reading, which
of course is the original purpose.

The world of chemistry controllers is a very exciting and
growing technology, and to stay ahead of property owners and
managers, we all need to stay up to speed, and as always, offer
the right product for the job.
